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Homosexual Acts May Be 
Reduced to Misdemeanor

Proposed revisions in the Tennessee Crimi­

nal Code which would specifically ban homo­
sexual acts and would reduce such "crimes" 
from a felony to a Class C misdemeanor will 
likely be considered by both houses of the 
state legislature when they reconvene in Janu­
ary. 

Sue B. Cain, executive director of the Ten­
nessee Sentencing Commission, said the pro­
posed changes in the criminal code have been 
filed with the Judiciary committees in both the 
state senate and house of representatives. 

A subcommittee of the Commission, after 
two and a half years of deliberation, last month 
directed its proposals to the legislature. The 
commission, according to subcomittee chair 
David Raybin, was simply following the man­
date of state lawmakers to "modernize [the] 
archaic language" that now exists in the crimi­
nal code. 

Under the Commission's proposals, the 
state's crimes against nature statute would be 
rewritten to eliminate language regarding 
heterosexual acts but would specifically crimi­
nalize all sexual acts between two persons of 
the same sex. 

"The revision would eliminate crimes 
against nature, but it does leave homosexual 
sex acts as a crime," Cain said. 

Since the crimes against nature statute has 
rarely been invoked against heterosexuals, the 
subcommittee members said the legislature 
should make the law more specific if they are 

attempting to enforce the ban on 
homosexual acts. 

If the revision is adopted by the 
legislature, Tennessee will join 
five other states which specifically 
classify homosexual acts as crimi­
nal. 

Homosexual acts are consid­
ered .misdemeanors in Texas, 
Arkansas and Kansas. Montana 
and Nevada statutes classify such 
acts as felonies. More than half of 
the United States classify sodomy 
f~ crimes against nature as felo­
·mes. 

The proposed changes in the 
Tennessee code would down-
grade homosexual sex acts from a A 

.J 
felony (punishable by a prison 
term of 5 to 15 years and a fine not 
to exceed $10,000) to a Class C 
misdemeanor (punishable by a jail term of not 
more than 30 days, a fine of not more than $50, 
or both). 

"I think the proposed changes are definitely 
for the better as is exemplified by the changes 
in the penalties prescribed," Cain said. 

The revision calls for the penalties to be 
leveled against a person charged with an act of 
sexual penetration with a person of the same 
gender, according to the Commission's report. 

"Our report has been filed with the Judiciary 
Committees of the state legislature. From there 
the legislators must decide the route it will 
take," Cain said. "It is our hope that it doesn't 
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get bogged down in a study committee. After 
two and a half years, we feel the criminal code 
has been studied enough." 

Cain said the reduction of homosexual 
"crimes" from a felony to a misdemeanor indi­
cates the Commission's desire to "rid the crimi­
nal code of archaic language." 

"If we're going to debate the issue we 
shouldn't be using words that don't mean 

anything," Raybin, a Nashville attorney, said. 
Some Capitol Hill sources, however, pri­

vately have said the Commission's harsh lan­
guage regarding homosexual acts are not 
necessarily surpFising, alluding to Raybin's 
"hang 'em high" reputation. 

"Individual members of the committee felt 
strongly one way or another about the issue,•

CAT Board to Meet; 
Assault on GCN Reported

Churches Try to Switch Off 
Gay Cable Network/Nashville INSIDE 

Fundamentalist churches attempting to have Gay Cable 
Nawork/Nashville (GCN) removed from the schedule of 
Community Access Television (CAT-Nashville Cable 
Channel 35) were reported to be organizing a protest action 
at last night's annual CAT Board of Directors meeting. 

Reports were widely circulated mid-week that the 
churches planned to attempt to pack the meeting in order to 
pressure the Board to drop GCN from the schedule.The 
Board planned to meet to elect two new directors. Only 
station members could vote in the election, according to the 
station's charter, and the cutoff date for new members 
eligible to vote in the election passed thirty days before the 
election. 

At press time,GCN spokesperson Diane Easter urged 
members of the lesbian and gay community and supporters 
to attend the meeting to show support for the show. 

She also asked that supporters phone their Metro 
Councilmember to express support for GCN and CAT, to 
counter an anticipated move by the churches to deluge the 
Council with cal Is asking that CAT funding be cut to punish 
the station for airing GCN. •

Gay Cable Network/Nashville (GCN/Nash­

ville) is once again under fire for its lesbian and 
gay content. 

Fundamentalist churches, led by the charis­
matic-evangelical Belmont Church, have 
mounted an organized drive to attempt to 
force Community Access Television (CAT) to 
drop the program. 

Just before the program's Nashville premier, 
Metro Councilmember George Armistead 
touched off a storm of protest when he threat­
ened to have CAT's charter amended to pre­
vent it from showing GCN. 

At that time, he told Tennessean television 
columnist Richard Schweid, "We're gonna 
have a problem with this movie about queers," 
adding that anything other than heterosexual 
sex was "sick and depraved." 

CAT refused to drop the program, citing its 
policy of providing air time to any citizen who 
meets ·the station's guidelines. 

The churches have asked their members to 
phone the CAT offices to voice their displeas­
ure with the program. Some, as noted _in the 
Belmont Church bulletin, have also asked 
members to drop their cable service in an 
attempt to gain leverage with Viacom, the 
operator of Nashville's cable system. 

The move to force CAT to drop the program 
does not seem likely to succeed, according to 
CAT's executive director Elliot Mitchell, who 
has repeated_ly pointed out that the station's 
charter requires it to make cable time available 
to any citizen so long as the program offered is 
not obscene, of commercial content or in 
promotion of a lottery.

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It's Official: MTSU Lambda 
Association Recognize'd

Administrators at Murfreesboro's Middle 

Tennessee State University Monday granted 
official recognition to a support group formed 
last month by a group of lesbian and gay 
students at the institution. · 

MfSU Lambda Association was given offi­
cial student organization status Monday, ac­
cording to the group's newly-elected presi­
dent, Dan Webster. 

"We're very pleased to have gotten the offi­
cial word. Now we can proceed with the plans 
we've already made for the coming month~," 
he said. 

The somewhat low-key announcement 
came in the form of a memorandum -issued 
from the office of Vice President for Student 
Affairs Robert LaLance. 

Announcement of the group's formation 
and its recog•nition came in the wake of a series 
of articles which appeared in the campus 
newspaper, Sidelines, Websters.aid. 

Following those stories, which purported to 
paint a view of lesbian and gay life on the 
13,000-member campus, a rash ofletters to the 
editor appeared, fueling the controversy. 

Lesbian and gay student leaders sought to 
build a support group in light of the anti­
homosexual backlash evident on the MfSU 
campus, said Lambda member John Weaver. 

Ted White, director of minority affairs at the 
school, whose office is in charge of student 
organizations, said the Lambda Association's 
recognition was not unexpected. 

"We did have to ask them to make some 
changes in their constitution so that it would 
meet University policy. Probably 95% of all 
student organizations have to make some 
minor changes. We did not expect any prob­
lems or foresee any obstacles," White said. 

Despite rumors to the contrary, White said 
his office had received no complaints regard­
ing Lambda's application for recognition from 
the school. • 

AIDS-Afraid School Board Settles for $1.1 Million

right to attend school because of the their HIV status. A national furor erupted over the decision, 
bringing notoriety; to the small town and increasing difficulties to the family. 

The Rays left Arcadia after arsonists destroyed their home in late August, 1987. •

' people with AIDS, ARC, or those who are HIV positive; fair pricing for AZf and other AIDS -

effective drugs; universal health care legislation; and increased funding for AIDS research, 
education and services. •

Raybin said, but were unable to eliminate 

the statute. Instead, he said, the state legisla­
ture will have to act in order to decriminalize 
homosexual acts. 

"There is no reason at all why the Tennessee 
Sentencing Commission and the state legisla­
ture should take the step of reducing the crime 
from a felony to a misdemeanor without taking 
the next step and removing it from the books 
completely," said Sue Hyde of the Washing­
ton-based National Gay and Lesbian Task 
Force (NGLTF). 

"To reduce it to a misdemeanor, I think, for 
most lesbians and gay men does not reduce the 
sting of the state's inappropriate role in our 
private lives. Gay men and lesbians have the 
same inalienable rights to private consensual 
sex acts as do heterosexuals," Hyde said. 

Consideration of the Commission's report is 
not likely until well into the legislature's 1989 
session. Only after the Judiciary Committees 
route the report to a particular committee will 

its various points be acted upon. 
Y_arious points in the Commission's report 

have come under fire from several diverse 
groups, including the Tennessee Sheriff's As­
sociation, Mothers Against Drunk Driving 
(MADD) and the Tennessee Gay and Lesbian 
Alliance CT-GALA). Other proposed changes 
would reduce sentences for certain crimes and 
would eliminate mandatory jail terms for 
people charged with driving under the influ: 
ence (DUI). 

Reduction in mandatory sentences would 
-help to alleviate prison over-crowding in the 
state, Raybin said. Tennessee is currently 
under federal court order to reduce its inmate 
populations in the state's existing correction 
facilities. 

"In regard to homosexual acts, the 
Q:)mmission's logic had notl)ing to do with 
reducing inmate population, but instead had 
to do with the continued stigmatization of gay 
men and lesbians in Tennessee," NGLTF's 
Hyde said. •

time, Mitchell told Dare that "the [t]ide has 

turned. Since the story appeared in the Ten­
nessean, we've had a large number of phone 
calls in support of our position. 

"It's important that people contact their 
representatives on the [Metro Nashville] Coun­
cil. Many of those calling to complain aboutthe 
show, when we can finally make them under­
stand that we could not drop the show even if 
we wanted to because of our charter, many of 
those people then say that they will talk to their 
Councilman," Mitchell said. 

While it is not likely that the Council would 
move to change the CAT charter, Mitchell said 
that the Council could cut the station's funding 
in retaliation for its airing of the program. 

"In the end, they [the Council] will probably 
vote the way they're told to by voters call ing 
them," he said. 

If the Council were to try to interfere with the 
station's independence in programming, 
Mitchell predicted a fracas that would attract 
national attention. 

"I'm pretty sure the ACLU [American Civil 
Liberties Union] would be on it like white on 
rice .. .It would be national news. This would 

set Nashville's boomtown [status] back ten 
years," he predicted. 

The hour-long weekly program, produced 
in New York City, has segments on such things 
as current public affairs, health issues for lesbi­
ans and gay men, and entertainment news. 

Diane Easter, spokesperson for GCN/Nash­
ville, said in a phone interview that the group's 
leadership was rallying support for the show 
and for CAT to counter the pressure brought by 
the fundamentalist churches. 

Easter asked members of the lesbian and 
gay community and supporters to phone sta­
tion management and Viacom to express sup­
port for the show. At press time, 67 phone calls 
about the program had been received by CAT, 
32 in favor of GCN and 35 opposed, according 
to Mitchell. 

Easter said that she did notthink·it likely that 
the station would withdraw air time from the 
program, citing strong support from statio 
management on ,First Amendment grounds, 
but said that the group would not back away 
from a confrontation if the station's policy 
were to be changed. 

"If they do, we'll be talking with our attor­
neys," she said. • 

Catholic Cardinal Nixes 
Homophobic Violence

New York City's John Cardinal O'Connor, 

long known for fierce political stands against 
homosexual rights, has denounced sexual 
orientation-motivated assaults and violence. 

According to The New York Times, 
O'Connor said in a sermon at St. Patrick's 
Cathedral that, "[a]nyone who does such a 
thing thinking it is justified by church teaching 
about homosexual behavior is grossly igno­
rant of what the church actually teaches." 

However, he continued by saying,"Since I 
have been the Archbishop of New York I have 
tried in every way I know how to make clear 
the church's teaching on homosexuality. The 

church teaches that homosexual behavior is 
sinful. As in every other situation, however, the 
church never condemns the sinner, only the 
sin. Some people seem to get this all mixed up. 
They take it upon themselves to condemn the 
sinner. 

"I wish I had language strong enough to 
condemn this kind of cruelty. Anyone who _ 
performs such· actions in the belief that he or 
she is in some w~y helping society is utterly 
stupid," O'Connor added. 
· The Cardinal then directly spoke to those 
who might commit such acts: "You do an evil 
thing. Whatever you pretend to be, do not 
pretend to be Christians.• •

One of Shakespeare's most popular and 
enduring comedies, The Taming of the Shrew 
is a boisterous, rowdy farce surrounding the 
age-old combative characteristics of hetero­
sexual men and women.

Judy Grahn is well known as a poet ( Work of 

· a Common Woman) and chronicler of lesbian 
culture (1be Highest Apple: Sappho and the 
Lesbian Poetic Tradition and Another Mother 
Tongue: Gay Words, Ga_v Worlds). With her 
first novel, Mundane's World, Grahn attempts 
to add to that chronicle a fictional re-visioning 
of women's history. 

Mundane's World centers on Ernesta, pre­
pubescent member of the Snake clan, daugh­
ter of the mystical Donna. Donna and her 
siblings (three sisters Ernesta calls Aunts One, 
Two and Three and brother Blueberry Jon) are 
the children of the "great Mundane, who is 
currently on a lasting journey."

Grahn makes it unclear when and where the 
novel is set. Mundane's world could be a 
utopian, post-nuclear holocaust future, a pre­
historic past, a planet other than earth.

Instead of fulfilling Grahn's vision of 
an mtensely personal document of our history, 
Mundane's World is, unfortunately, just one 
more title in the growing list of "feminist• 
fantasy fiction. 

The mouse 
and the bush are not merely examples of the 
females in nature. Grahn insists on the equal 
importance of all living things. Both are re­
ferred to as "women", the mouse's mates as 
"men." The bush is the spiritual mate of 
Donna, Ernesta's mother. Ernesta and Jessi­
ma are punished for causing pain to a tree. 

Grahn congratulates , the human females, 
who seem to have widely ranging importance 
within their society, with the non-human 
females, which find only reproduction impor­
tant. Human females, then, are reduced - in 
the mythical world of Mundane if not in mytl:i 
- to the single role of maternity. • 

Within the context of a really rather charm­
ing coming:-0f-age story, Grahn concentrates 
on two themes, the importance of mysticiml 
and ritual a¢ the equality of all living things,

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A Clear 
Choice for

With the presidential election just a little more than a week away, · 
Americans are faced with making what will probably be one of their 
most difficult decisions - Michael Dukakis or George Bush? 

For us, the choice is clear. Michael Dukakis is the best candidate for 
the job. 

Since the presidential sweepstakes got under way some 18 months 
ago - from the first rumblings of political organizing, to the Iowa 
caucuses and New Hampshire primaries, to Super Tuesday and on to 
the national party conventions in Atlanta and New Orleans-we have 
been inundated by commercials, diatribes, speeches and rhetoric. 

Many among us, early on, threw our "support to other candidates, 
and we, as lesbians and gay men, were assured of our important role 
in the Democratic party. When the dust settled in Atlanta in July, our 
choice became clear. Michael Dukakis should be elected president. 

In August, amid the sultry, humid heat of the Lousiana bayou, the 
Republicans made their disdain for gay men and lesbians evident by 
the outright hostility they directed at our community. The nomination 
of Gewge Bush and his running mate, hapless Indiana Senator Dan 
Quayle, served notice that lesbians and gay men are not welcome in 
the Republican party. 

Our choice for president became clearer. Michael Dukakis should 
be elected president. 

Our reception at the respective conventions of the two major 
political parties, however, is not the only evidence we offer in support · 
of the candidacy of Michael Dukakis and his running mate, Texas 
Senator Lloyd Bentsen. 

Rather, it is the Dukakis-Bentsen positions on gay and lesbian issues 
which illuminate our choice. 

A Dukakis position paper on the concerns of gay men and lesbians 
states: "Every American should have the opportunity to live his or her 
life fully and openly and to contribute and participate in the life of our 
country without fear or intimidation. 

"Our civil rights laws acknowledge that discrimination on the basis 
of factors such as race, sex, religion, age, national origin; or disability 
is fundamentally unfair. 

"Discrimination against an individual because of bis or her sexual 
orientation is no less unfair." 

Dukakis has pledged his support of lesbian and gay civil rights leg­
islation and has vowed to take the lead in ensuring our freedom from 
discrimination and hatred: 

"I take great pride our nation's heritage as a refuge from persecution, 
a place where everyone should have the opportunity to realize their 
full potential without arbitrary limitations imposed on them. Intoler.=-· 
ance and discrimination, no matter how subtle, diminishes us all, it 
diminishes our country," Dukakis has stated. 

Further, he has pledged to set an example for other government 
officials and members of his administration. He reassures us, giving us 
hope for the future -a future that is unattainable if we continue on the 
course set by the Reagan administration and the course certain to be 
followed by a Bush-Quayle administration. 

"Presidential leadership means setting a tone for the federal admini­
stration and for the country. I would insist as President. .. that the mem­
bers of my administration would be sensitive to the needs of all groups 
in our society, including gay men and lesbians. 

"I would oppose any administrative or legislative attempt to restrict 
the access of individuals or organizations to any government funded 
programs on the basis of sexual orientation. Where gays and lesbians 
have special needs different from the other people served by a govern-
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ment program I would expect sensitivity to those needs. 
'"Sexual orientation' should not, in and of itself, be cause for denying 

security clearances or consititute grounds for extraordinary employment 
review." 

On the sensitive issue of AIDS, Dukakis calls the disease "the most 
serious threat to the public health we have faced in our lifetime." 

As president, he will work diligently, using whatever resources are 
necessary to prevent the spread of the virus, to find a cure, develop a 
vaccine and care for people with AIDS and AIDS-Related Complex 
(ARC). 

The Republican ticket, headed by George Bush, refuses to mention 
lesbians and gay men arid will only skirt the issue of AIDS as a threat to 
the American family. 

Recent polls have shown.the Bush-Quayle ticket leading the Dukakis­
Bentsen tandem by a sizable, but not overwhelming, margin. As a result, 
many people seem to have lapsed into a lackadaisical mindset toward 
the presidential election. 

But our.hope is not lost. We can make a difference. The lead enjoyed 
by the Republican ticket is not insurmountable. We can elect an admini­
stration that is sympathetic to our cause - the cause of justice and of 
freedom from bigotry and government-sponsored oppression. 

On November 8, we urge you to elect Michael Dukakis our next 
president.

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An Open Mind in the 56th District

As November 8 draws near, political candi­

dates are putting in their last, intense efforts on 
the campaign trail. 

And with all the media coverage focused on 
the Presidential election, you may have forgot­
ten about state races. Granted, most of them 
aren't very exciting- the majority of the avail­
able state house and senate seats are being 
sought by unopposed incumbents. 

In Davidson County,John Hicks is seeking 
his fourth term in the state senate in an uncon­
tested race. All eleven of Davidson county's 
state representatives are seeking reelection 
and, with the exception of Jan Bushing in the 
56th district, none of these incumbents will 
face serious opposition on Election Day. 

As already noted, the race for state repre­
sentative in the 56th district is an exception to 
the other dull races - an exceptionally good 
candidate is running in an exceptionally hot 
race. 

The 56th district encompasses Nashville's 
Green Hills, Belmont/Hillsboro area, Vander­
bilt, and parts of Sylvan Park. The di.strict has 
several predominantly Democratic precincts 
and several predominantly Republican pre­
cincts. This dichotomy is perhaps the major 
factor in the unpredictability of this race. 

Jan Bushing, seeking to represent the 56th 
district for a second term in the state house, is 
being challenged yet again by Republican 
Beth Halteman. Bushing narrowly defeated 
Halteman two years ago, winning by only 62 
votes! (Remember this when you hear that old 

excuse •oh, why should I? My vote doesn't 
really count.) 

Born and raised in the 56th district, Bushing 
has serv~d this community by organizing such 
groups as the Hillsboro/West End Neighbor­
hood Association and Adoptive Parents of 
Nashville. She is also a graduate of Vanderbilt 
University. 

During her two-year term in the state House, 
Bushing served on the General Welfare Com­
mittee and the State and Local Government 
Committee. 

For her work on issues related to children 
and youth, she was selected as Legislator of the 
Year by the Tenessee Coalition on Child 
Abuse. Bushing sponsored legislation to pro­
vide state funds for domestic violence shelters. 
She also opposed the bill requiring parental 
consent for abortions. 

Incidentally, she's the exceptionally good 
candidate in this race. 

Bushing's opponent, Beth Halteman, is a 
political science professor at Belmont College. 
She is a graduate of David Lipscomb College 
and Vanderbilt University. The conservative 
votes associated with these colleges represent 
Halteman's base of support. With constituents 
at my alma mater, David Lipscomb University, 
don't expect this candidate to be open­
minded. 

In contrast, Bushing is an open-minded, 
progressive legislator whose willing to work 
with her constituents, even lesbians and gays. 

The 56th district race is interesting and 
important. Watch it, but more importantly, 
remember to vote on November 8! •
