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COALITION SPEAKS OUT
AT HEARING

Rhonda White and Bill Turner, Co-chairs of
the Lesbian and Gay Coalition for Justice,
addressed the Judiciary Committee of the
Tennessee House of Representatives on
Wednesday, March 13th. They spoke in opposition
to House Bill 2907, the same-sex marriage bill.
The bill would prohibit the state from recognizing
same-sex marriages. -

White and Turner pointed out that the bill is
discriminatory in that it prevents same-sex couples
from enjoying the rights that opposite-sex couples
take for granted. They urged the committee to vote
against the bill out of fairness and common decen-
cy. :
House sponsor Wayne Ritchie (D-Knox)
suggested- that the Coalition took a contradictory
position by opposing the restriction on same-sex

marriages while supporting restrictions on polyga-|
mous and incestuous marriages. Representative|

Peach (R-Camden), House sponsor of the Ten
Commandments " resolution, commended Rep.
Ritchie for sponsoring the bill, saying that it
reflected God’s intentions. He asked White and
Turner if they knew of any same-sex couples who
had ever contributed anything worthwhile to soci-
ety. Tumer replied that he did, pointing out that
many same-sex couples contribute enormously to
their communities.

The committee approved the bill on a voice
vote with no votes against. The bill will go before
the full House sometime this week. The Senate
passed a different version of the bill three weeks
ago.

The Archbishop was speaking in a personal
capacity from Cape Town. He was interviewed by the
“Sunday Program” after he had signed a statement of support
for the Lesbian and Gay Christian Movement. The statement

-forms part of an advertisement for the movement’s 20th birth-

day.

When questioned on the church’s attitude to
homosexuals, the Archbishop replied, “The Church has not
got there yet, but if we were to say that in relationships it is
desirable that there is fidelity between a couple, why should|
we not extend the same conditions to same sex relationship?”

_| the Archbishop said, “This is my personal position. I am pas-|
‘| sionate in my opposition to any injustice and I believe I know

where our Lord would stand.” he added.
; When questioned whether he was hopeful that the

/| Anglican Communion might move towards the ordination of

practicing gay people in Church he said, “As a matter of jus-
tice, of compassion, of consistency, yes.”

When questioned about reservations on this
question by sections of the African church the Archbishop
replied, “They said the same thing about the ordination of|

.| women to the priesthood. People claimed that it was foisting

something that was totally unAfrican and that turned out to be
quite untrue.”

The Archbishop added, “I think there is some-
thing wrong when we persecute people and make them hate
who God has made them to be, and if there is a way in which
I can assist in the rehabilitation of people’s self-worth, I cer-
tainly will do all I can.”

The Archbishop’s comments have caused wide-

' spread media interest and comment in Britain.

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THE BIRDCAGE

The Birdcage, Hollywood’s
long-delayed remake of the 1978 French
farce, “La Cage aux Folles.” On second
thought, they might not be amused, for the
butt of the joke is a reactionary senator
(Gene Hackman) who proudly waves the
flag of homophobia. Most everyone else
will be tickled pink by this sleek Mike
Nichols remake. With Robin Williams as
the nightclub owner Armand (he’s now
Jewish) and Nathan Lane as the tempestu-
ous drag queen Albert, “The Birdcage”
should confirm the property’s foolproof
commercial appeal, which has little to do
with sex and everything to do with the
seemingly irresistible spectacle of men in
dresses. From the brilliant “Some Like It
Hot” to the laborious “To Wong Foo
Thanks for Everything Julie Newmar,”
Hollywood has embraced cross-dressing as
the safest way to pitch gayness to a mass
audience. Drag queens are the cinema’s
favorite naughty pets, harmless if not quite
housebroken.

What's striking about “The
Birdcage” is how little it’s changed in 18
years. Sure, the setting has been revamped
to Miami’s South Beach. And writer Elaine
May has liberally sprinkled in topical refer-

and Albert behave in the queenly, asexual
style of an older generation of gay men. Of
course we know the real reason for this: two
men kissing is a box-office no-no.

If Nichols and May are out of
touch with gay life, they do know a thing or

THEY'RE NOT GOING AWAY
BY BILL TURNER :

I know I’'m beginning to sound like a broken record, but
our opponents aren’t going away. They made the front page of the
Tennessean recently. I hope you saw it: “Might of Religious
Right no lost on nervous lawmakers.”

The story describes the threat that the far
right, under the banner of the Christian Coalition,
poses to state legislators who speak up for the
mainstream. As the story makes clear, the far
right has done a good job of pushing its extremist
agenda in the state legislature this year. They tend
to- pursue bills that violate basic principles of |
American government, such as the Ten
Commandments resolution, and bills offering
simplistic remedies to non-problems while dis-
tracting energy and attention from real problems.

The bill prohibiting anyone from coerc-
ing a woman to have an abortion is an example.
Right-wing extremists refuse to accept the possibility that women
have compelling reasons to choose abortion, and that the best way
to prevent abortions is to help women avoid the circumstances in
which they must face such choices.

But for present purposes, the most important non-issue bill
is the same-sex marriage bill. House sponsor Wayne Ritchie origi-
nally included in his version of the bill the assertion that prohibiting
same-sex marriages will prevent the state from facing difficult pub-
lic policy issues. Hello? Since when does treating everyone equal-
ly create public policy issues?

This shows just how twisted right-wing thinking can be.
Rather than simply acknowledge the undeniable point that lesbians
and gay men form committed relationships equal to those of non-
gay people, Senator Jim Holcomb has to stand logic on its head and
claim that making marriage equally available to all who want it will
somehow diminish its value. Just like:letting black people drink

from your water fountain will taint the water, I suppose.

Speaking of which, perhaps the most terrifying aspect of
the same-sex marriage bill was also reported in the Tennessean:
State Senator Thelma Harper voted “pass,” neither for nor against,
the same-sex marriage bill in committee. For this
display of moral courage, she received a letter
chastising ‘her from her pastor, Thomas Snow of
Schrader Lane Church of Christ. Probably not since
the Seventeenth Century have ministers tried so
brazenly to dictate public policy in the United States.

But, as I've said before, they can only get away
with this if we let them. When they disparage our
relationships, we must be prepared to defend our-
selves. ‘When Holcomb claims to have “cured” les-
bians aq'd gay men, we need to speak up and point’
out that[bemg lesbian or gay is nothing to cure, and:
that supposed ‘cures” often involve electrodes
attached to the “patignt’s” genitals and other inhumane forms of
aversion therapy.

When Bobbie Patray says that right wing extremist influ-
ence results from “theifailure of what we have been doing in terms
of our society,” we should point out that she refers to-advances in
equal treatment not ofnly for lesbians and gay men, but also for .
women generally, for black people, and for religious minorities.

.They don’t like to admit it, but that’s what they object to.
Paul Weyrich, the godfather of right wing extremists, has said that
he only wants to make the United States more like it was in the
1950’s, and that can’t be so bad, can it?

‘Well, no, if you don’t mind legal racial segregation and
rampant sexism and policies of routmely raiding gay bars just to'
harass the patrons.

They can only take us back to that if we let them. Speak
up for yourself now,:before it’s too late.

THE DANCE OF LAUGHTER AND FORGETTING

BY KEVIN ISOM

Humor is as humor does. (That line courtesy of

Forrest Gump.) But humor can only go so far. Sometimes I
need to laugh just to keep myself from crying. And sometimes
I need to cry, just to keep myself from laughing.

‘When I was nineteen, I was living
near the French Riviera, the Cote d’Azur. In a
tiny Provence Town in a city art gallery, I met a
painter of minor talent. One of my Czech
friends, who introduced us, wangled an invita-
tion for us down to his beach house at Cassis, a
pebbly-beached town on the western end of the
Riviera. This artist was particularly kind to
young ‘people, having lost his own wife and
child in a car accident years earlier, while in the
years before that, he had lost his country, when
the Soviets took over Czechoslovakia.

But I turned down the invitation,
thinking him only an artist of minor talent. I was nineteen, and
a bit presumptuous. It was only when I returned to the States
that a professor gave me some books to read, books which he
said might be a good model for my own writing style. I liked
his titles: The Book of Laughter and Forgetting, The
Incredible Lightness of Being, Laughable Loves. The books
were written by the foremost expatriate Czech writer, a man

- expected by many to one day win a Nobel Prize in literature.
He lived on the Riviera in a town called Cassis, where he had
retired after the deaths of his wife and child in a tragic car acci-
dent. I read his name, Milan Kundera, as images of minor art
and a kindly old man flashed through my mind. Then I thought
about that weekend in Cassis and the opportumty missed, and
I had to laugh just to keep from crying.

Eleven years later, my life is much changed. I've
entered a career path, then altered it to include what I really

wanted to do all along. I’ve been in relationships, largely
unsuccessful, though one tends to expect that in one’s twenties
anyway. F

I’'m visiting Boston, about to go
to Paris. And as I'm in Boston, dancing shirtless
in a hopping club, suddenly I remember Milan
Kundera, and I realize I'm probably the only per-
son on the dance floor pondering literary memo-
ries. But the last eleven years have left me with
a certain feeling that appears from time to time,
and I doubt I’m the only one who feels it. It’s an
awareness of a sense of apartness, of ultimate
aloneness, the same sense that makes us seek out
significant others. Some people call them split-
aparts, the other half of your soul that you seek
all your life.

On the dance floor, though, with
the bright lights, the loud music, the vibrating bass, the shirt-
less men all around, the bodies sweating and writhing and
moving, like one mass of humanity momentarily brought
together—at that moment, the aloneness fades, the apartness
subsides, the sometimes absurdity of life recedes. For a
moment, I forget my laughable loves, and I escape to the
incredible lightness of being, as I dance the dance of laughter
and forgetting. For a moment, on the dance floor, we are not
alone.

I wonder if anyone else is thinking these thoughts,
then T almost cry just to keep from laughing. What irony that
Milan Kundera’s titles have presaged a part of my life.

I just wonder what that beach house at Cassis must
have been like.

Muffin Spencer-Devlin became
the first ~ lesbian player to “come out’’ in
the LPGA’s 46-year history when she
spoke openly about her lifestyle in a maga-
zine profile to be published Wednesday.

Spencer-Devlin, - a 42-year-old
winner of three LPGA tournaments in 18
years on the tour, told Sports Illustrated she
plans to exchange vows with her lover,
musician/composer Lynda Roth, in May
and that openly declaring her lifestyle was a
“’personal catharsis.”’

“Coming out is like an incredibly
huge weight being lifted from my shoul-
ders,”” Spencer-Devlin said. “*No more liv-
ing in the shadows. No more lies.”

Spencer-Devlin said her declara-
tion was a personal.matter and that “no way
anybody elected me head lesbian of the
LPGA”

“I'm not anybody’s mouthpiece,
and I don’t want to be perceived as such,”
she said, adding that lesbians are a minori-
ty on.tour eontrary to a public perception
that the LPGA is filled with gays.

The LPGA has been dogged by
whispers about lesbianism on the * tour and
in a celebrated incident last year, television
commentator Ben Wright was eventually
fired for making derogatory remarks about
how lesbianism hurt the popularity of
women'’s professional golf.

Brookline — including $300,000 for emo-
tional distress — saying their daughter
Johanna was denied her right to a public
education.

“*Johanna isa young woman who
believes in God and-believes in Jesus Christ
as her savior,”” said the Jeneis’ lawyer,
Randal Fritz. “*She was just completely
overwhelmed by people bringing their sex-
ual ... and political agendas into the
school.” ' S

Town officials say there is no
merit to the family’s claim for damages,
made in a so-called demand letter that often
is a preliminary to a lawsuit.

Fritz said teacher Polly Atwood
announced her sexual orientation at
Brookline High three years ago after being
interviewed on television about a state bill
to protect the rights of gay students.

“The murder of 16 Scottish chil-
dren and their teacher is a terrible tragedy,”
says the Rev. Troy Perry, founder and pre-
siding Elder of the Universal Fellowship of
Metropolitan = Community  Churches.
“Lesbians, gays, and bisexuals in America
condemn this violent act and express our
sincere sympathy to the people of Dunblane
who are suffering through its horrible con-
sequences.”

Founded by Elder Perry almost
thirty years ago, the 300 UF.M.C.C. con-
gregations in 17 different nations, serve
primarily lesbian and gay congregants.

“The tens of thousands of lesbian
and gay Christians we serve stand united
against all mistreatment of children from
simple neglect to sexual abuse and mur-
der,” declares the Rev. Elder Nancy -
Wilson, pastor of the UF.M.C.C. mother
church in Los Angeles, California.
“Unfortunately,” she adds, “when a man is
accused of same sex child abuse, extremists
use the occasion to demonize all gay men
and lesbian' women. In fact, pedophilia is
not associated with sexual orientation and it
must be condemned rigorously by homo-
sexuals and heterosexuals alike.”

“I am hoping,” adds Dr. Mel White,
“that lead-
ers of the extremist religious and political
movements in Great Britain and in the U.S.,
will not use this tragedy to frighten and
confuse their followers. Pat Robertson,
founder of the Christian Coalition, and
other fundamentalist Christians; often
exploit people’s fears and confusion about
homosexuality to raise money and mobilize
recruits.  Their false and inflammatory
rhetoric against God’s gay and lesbian chil-
dren only leads to more suffermg and

death.”

According to Hollywood, homosex-
uality officially did not exist between the
years 1934 and 1961. During those 27
years, the Motion Picture Production Code
saw to it that any depiction of “sex perver-
sion” was banished from the screen. ,Is it
any wonder that the love that dare not speak
its name has, lately, been hollering from the
rooftops? ' At the recent Sundance Film
Festival in Utah, lesbian characters were so
ubiquitous on screen that gay: film critic

- Ruby Rich quipped, “We’re this year’s Jack

Russell terriers.” And this was less than an
hour away from Salt Lake City, where,
before passing anti-gay legislation, the
Utah Senate met secretly to watch a lurid-
anti-gay propaganda film.

What a shame the senators weren’t
treated instead to The Celluloid ‘Closet,
from which they would have learned that
the defaming of gays on film has a long and
ignoble tradition. This smart, ruefully
funny documentary, is based on a ground-
breaking book by the late Vito Russo.
